The Port of Long Beach asks every vessel entering or leav-
ing the port to observe thevoluntary 12-knot speed limit
that extends seaward 20 nautical miles from Point Fermin.
Reducing ship speed will reduce exhaust emissions into
Southern California’s air, which will result in better air qual-
ity. The speed of every vessel in the speed reduction zone is
measured and recorded by the Marine Exchange of Los
Angeles/Long Beach; please contact the Marine Exchange
for more information. Your cooperation with this important
air quality improvement program is greatly appreciated.
