(84) General anchorages are in the outer and inner har
bor and, except in emergencies, vessels must anchor in
these areas. (See 33 CFR 110.1 and 110.145(a)(1), (a) (3)
through (a)(5), and (d), chapter 2, for limits and regula-
tions.) A general anchorage is also in Brenton Cove. (See
33 CFR 110.1 and 110.149, chapter 2, for limits and regu-
lations.) Special anchorages are in Bren ton Cove and in
the inner harbor east and northeast of Goat Island. (See 33
CFR 110.1, 110.1a, and 110.46, chapter 2, for limits and
regulations.) Vessels of more than 18-foot draft anchor in
the outer harbor in depths of 36 to 100 feet with good
holding ground.

(372) More than 15 draw and fixed bridges cross the

Hackensack River between the mouth and Hackensack. The
minimum clearance of the bridges with fixed spans is 49 feet
at the fixed bridge above Garretts Reach about 11.2 miles
above the mouth. A bridge at Marion, 3 miles above the
mouth, is under construction (2012). The bascule bridge at
Little Ferry, 14 miles above the mouth, is no longer opera-
tional and has a clearance of 35 feet. The minimum clear-
ance of the bridges with drawspans is 2 feet at Hacken-
sack, nearly 16 miles above the mouth. (See 117.1
through 117.59 and 117.723, chapter 2, for drawbridge
regulations.) The fixed bridges above Hackensack have a
minimum clearance of 2 feet. The minimum clearance of
the cables over Hackensack River to Hackensack is 89 feet;
thence 26 feet to the dams at New Milford.

In 2012,
the controlling depth was 1.3 feet from the Intracoastal
Waterway to Light 17; thence in 2002, 5 feeet to Light 42;
thence in 1977, 5.7 feeet to the head of the project at the
Route 17 bridge in Jacksonville. The channel is well
marked by lights and daybeacons. Spoil areas, some dis-
continued, extend close along the easterly side of the channel
for almost its entire length.

(106) The unloading berth, slip “B”, on the north side
of the elevator, is 398 m (1,306 ft) long, with a depth of
7.9 m (26 ft). There is a hopper for receiving grain dis-
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charged by ships. The loading berth, slip "A", on the south
side of the elevator, is 282 m (925 ft) long and had a
depth of 7.6 m (25 ft) in 1992. This berth is equipped with
eleven spouts for loading grain. There is also berthing
space for vessels waiting to load or unload. The wharves
have an elevation of 2.7 m (8.8 ft). For the loading of railway
cars or trucks, there are four elevator legs with a capacity of
476 tonnes per hour.
