The
toll-free number should not be used without first attempt-
ing to contact the nearest Coast Guard station. In all
Great Lakes States the telephone number is 800– 321–

4400. This number is to be used for public reports of dis-
tress incidents, suspicious sightings, pollution or other
maritime concerns.

(171) Distress calls are made on VHF-FM channel 16

diotelephony, are used as appropriate. Since urgent and
safety situations are less critical, only the distress proce-
dures for voice radiotelephone are described.

Complete information on distress
guards can be obtained from Coast Guard District Com-
manders.
