(1299) Cedar River, Ml, is a small village at the mouth of
Cedar River, across Green Bay west of Porte des Morts
Passage. The mouth of the river is protected by rubble
mound breakwaters on the east and west sides. The
approach to the river is marked by lighted and unlighted
buoys, and the outer ends of the breskwaters are marked by
lights. In 2014, the midchannel controlling depth was 6
feet in the entrance, between the breakwaters and
upstream for 0.4 mile to the fixed highway bridge at the
head of navigation. The bridge has a clearance of 10 feet.
A marina on the east side of the river just below the
highway bridge provides transient berths, gasoline, diesel
fuel, biodiesel fuel, electricity, water, sewage pump-out,
and launch ramp.
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
